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Admission Requirements and Eligibility Criteria at the Higher Colleges of Technology

Admission to all academic programs offered at the Higher Colleges of Technology is based on a competitive
selection process and subject to meeting the following criteria:

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Transfer Students from Other Higher Education Institutions

UAE nationals and children of Emirati mothers may apply to transfer to the Higher Colleges of Technology
(HCT) from UAE University or Zayed University during the first or second semester of the academic year.
Transfer Students from other federal higher education institutions must declare their academic status from
their university.

Admission of transfer students is subject to the availability of seats allocated for this category in each
semester and is based on the following conditions:

The student must be in good academic standing at the time of submitting the transfer application to
HCT.

The student must not have received academic warnings or been subjected to disciplinary action,
including academic suspension.

The student must meet HCT’s admission requirements, including the required high school GPA,
English language proficiency level, and any additional program-specific criteria.

The student must have completed at least one regular semester with a minimum academic load of
12 credit hours. Relevant academic departments at HCT will determine which completed courses
and credits may be transferred toward HCT graduation requirements.

Students who have not interrupted their studies at UAE University or Zayed University for more than
one academic semester are considered Priority One (P1) applicants.

Students transferring from other higher education institutions, or those from UAE University/Zayed
University who have been out of study for more than one academic year, will be considered as
Priority Two (P2) or Priority Three (P3) applicants based on the year they graduated from high
school. Their admission is subject to available capacity and the competitive criteria applicable to this
category.

Applicants must submit their applications online via the designated link on the Ministry of Higher
Education and Scientific Research website. A copy of the official academic transcript and detailed
course descriptions from the previous institution (public or private) must be uploaded with the
application. If admitted to HCT as a transfer student, the applicant must provide the original
transcript to the Academic Services Unit at the assigned HCT campus before the start of the
semester.

Transfer applications will not be considered from the following categories:

o Students who have spent more than two academic years at any of the federal higher
education institutions.

o Students who were originally admitted under Priority Two (P2) or Priority Three (P3)
categories at other federal higher education institutions.
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Self-Sponsored Students at the Higher Colleges of Technology
UAE nationals and children of Emirati mothers who already hold academic qualifications and wish to pursue
an additional degree, as well as non-UAE nationals (international students) who meet HCT’s academic
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admission requirements, may enroll at the Higher Colleges of Technology on the condition that they cover
their own tuition fees.
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Admission Criteria for Self-Sponsored Students

For UAE Nationals and Children of Emirati Mothers:
e HCT may consider admitting Emiratis and children of Emirati mothers who already hold an academic
qualification and wish to pursue an additional degree at HCT, provided they commit to covering their
tuition fees for the full duration of study.

For Non-UAE Nationals (International Students):
e A minimum high school average of 85% is required.
¢ A minimum score of 90% or equivalent is required in both English and the relevant qualifying
subjects in Grade 12.
e Students who obtained their high school certificates from outside the UAE must present an
equivalency certificate issued by the UAE Ministry of Education.
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High School Graduates from Previous Years
The Higher Colleges of Technology may admit a limited number of UAE nationals and children of Emirati
mothers who graduated from high school in previous years. Admission for this category is restricted to

specific programs and academic levels, and is subject to available capacity and the competitive criteria
applied to this group.
